Day 1: Arrive Tokyo Meals: None

Toshugo Shrine - The elaborate memorial to Tokugawa leyasu, the founder of a shogunate that
ruled for over 250 years. The lavishly decorated shrine complex consists of more than a dozen
buildings set in a beautiful forest.
